What is an endowment?

Unlike an offertory collection or annual appeal which is an expendable gift or immediately usable, an endowment is held in an investment fund set aside for the long-term support of an organization. The principal is preserved in perpetuity to provide future earnings for the benefit of a Catholic charitable cause. The income earned can be used according to the donor’s intentions.








Why does our school have an endowment?





The school endowment fund makes it possible for us to offer partial scholarships to eligible families who experience financial need either due to economic circumstances or hardship.  Through the generosity of others and a firm believe that a Catholic education “gives back” to the community by ensuring a superior education, solid citizens, and a service-orientation founded in faith.  We continue to build our endowment upon the generous and charitable gifts of individuals and businesses so that the legacy of Catholic education may endure for generations to come.














How can I support the school endowment fund?

Remember the endowment fund in your Will or Living Trust. Name the endowment fund a beneficiary of a life insurance policy or an IRA account.  Establish a Charitable Remainder Trust and name the endowment fund as the beneficiary.

The Foundation is managed by a Fiduciary Board of Directors representing many professional fields of expertise and areas of the Diocese.  The financials of the Foundation are professionally audited each year to ensure accuracy and accountability.
